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On September 28, 2006, Floyd Landis checked into a San Diego, CA, 

hospital to undergo the most important surgery he has ever faced. Due 

to a training crash in 2003, Landis has had to deal with arthritic pain 

in his hip leaving him to walk with a slight limp and forcing him into a 

unique time trial position that reduced the strain on the battered hip. 

Until recently, this injury–called avasular necrosis–had been a secret to 

the general population and in cycling circles, and only known by a tight 

legion of friends. Fast-forward to today–a post-surgery Floyd Landis 

is preparing for the season ahead hoping for the chance to race again.
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
